However, watching other dances
and cheering from the audience is ALWAYS encouraged!! Make it FUN!!!

We keep the prices very reasonable, so that you may purchase many of them for keepsakes. You may get a group photo and/or
individual.

It is exciting for the studio to give the opportunity for all our dancers to
participate in an annual production. It is MANDATORY that the students perform in ALL THREE SHOWS! This is a proud time for

parents, relatives and friends to see students on stage and in costume. Everyone MUST be there one hour before!!

the “Backstage Helper” book being circulated. These “backstage helpers” are responsible for helping their own child’s class
change costumes, monitor, and entertain students. (colouring books, games and portable video machines work great!!)

This ensures that a group of parents, whom you know, are properly supervising your child. When it is your turn to watch the
show, you can relax with peace of mind, knowing that backstage is organized, safe, and your child is well cared for. Backstage
helpers follow their class to the stage, and may watch them through the curtains.

Please note: if you have a male dancer, they have a separate “male” dressing room. Please provide a MALE adult to supervise!!!
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All students must enter the building through a separate side door and check in. THIS YEAR, THERE IS A CHANGE! YOU MUST
CHECK IN THROUGH THE DOOR TO THE LEFT OF THE AUDITORIUM, OFF OF THE PARKING LOT. NOT THE ONE WE HAVE GONE
THROUGH BEFORE. There will be different assigned change rooms, to hopefully alleviate the heat problems we experienced in
the past. (Our recital weekend is always the hottest weekend of the year!) You will be told which dressing room to go to, when
you check in, then look for a sign with your class name on it. Once everyone arrives, the students MAY NOT LEAVE UNTIL THE
END OF THE SHOW!!! We have the responsibility of having to account for so many students, that we have to be especially strict
as to who is allowed backstage. Once all of the students have been “checked in” and the show starts, the doors WILL BE
LOCKED. YOU WILL NOT BE ABLE TO GET BACKSTAGE!

UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCE WILL ANYONE be allowed through the doors until the end of the show!! (this includes mothers who
want to “check on their little ones”, or anyone wanting to sneak in during intermission to congratulate the dancers!) You cannot
have your child meet you outside during the show, and you cannot have your child leave. IT IS MY RESPONSIBILITY TO
ACCOUNT FOR EVERY STUDENT IN THE SHOW. PLEASE RESPECT MY RULES!!

We try our best to make the show professional. Itis distracting to have people going in and out, and is also disrespectful to the
student who is having their 3 minutes of fame on stage... We all belong to the same studio, and everyone on stage is someone’s
child. Appreciate that. EVERY STUDENT is important in this show, and deserves the same courtesy and encouragement.

PLEASE DO NOT LEAVE BEFORE THE SHOW IS OVER!!!! Even the last person dancing deserves a full audience. We all work very
hard at making the dances AND THE WHOLE RECITAL look good. Please give us a fun and full audience to perform to FOR THE
ENTIRE NIGHT!! Cheering and clapping are completely encouraged!!! It is your job as an audience to make the performers feel
appreciated. Please be loud! BE FUN! Make these three hours important. There has been a lot of time and hard work put into
this show. Let it be about the dancers. Support everybody. THANK YOU
